On 01.09.2023, under the
leadership of Dr. V. Srinivasa Rao, Principal, and D. Ravi Kumar, NSS Program Officer along with
couple of faculty and NSS volunteers visited Chokkanapalle village and distributed relief kits to 79
families in the village.

The relief kit consisted of a bed sheet, towel, soaps, tooth paste, Dal, cooking oil packet, onions,

potatoes, steel plate, steel box, and steel glass worth Rs 850. Sri. P. Santosh, President, Sri. T. Patel,

village elder and villagers participated in the programme. Twenty families from Sriramagiri were

also given the relief kits. These two villages are adjacent to river Godavari.
